NEW «SWIFT» INTERNATIONAL TRAIN MAKES FIRST JOURNEY
FROM MOSCOW TO BERLIN

On 17 December 2016, the new high-speed
international train No. 13/14 Swift left
Moscow’s Kursk station on its first run between
the Russian capital and Berlin to a ceremonial
send off.

The official send-off ceremony was attended
by the President of Russian Railways Oleg
Belozerov, the Minister of Transport of the
Russian Federation Maxim Sokolov, Spain’s
Minister of Development frigo de la Serna, the
President of Talgo Carlos de Palacio Oriol, and
other officials.

Russia’s Minister of Transport Maxim
Sokolov noted that «The journey to Berlin will
now take a little over 20 hours, almost five
hours less than before. I would like to
congratulate Russian Railways and all users
on this remarkable project and thank the
manufacturers and all our colleagues in Russia
and abroad. This train will now be our new
joint direction with regard to international
activities».
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Oleg Belozerov in his address at the
departure ceremony underlined that the
problem of switching quickly from the 1435 mm
narrow gauge European system to the wider
Russian gauge of 1520 mm had existed for
decades. Then this problem had been solved.
«The railways should unite people, and today
we have modern rolling stock which can switch
from one gauge to another in just 20 minutes.
Earlier, this operation used to take several
hours», he said.

The rolling stock has passed all the required
certification tests in Russia, Poland and
Germany.

Earlier, on 14 December 2016 a ceremony
was held at the Belarusian Railway Station in
Moscow to mark the fifth anniversary of
international train No. 23/24 Moscow—
Berlin—Paris, which made its first run on 12
December 2011.
