Shaydullin also emphasised the development
of asafety and security culture at Russian Railways
which is based on a safety and security management
system, as well as the general principles of
Company culture — professionalism in personnel
and managerial decisions.

Along with the questions of ensuring train safety
and security, the Company senior manager raised
the urgent issue of preventing injuries to railway
passengers. Since 2010, Russian Railways has
therefore invested 24 billion roubles in trauma
prevention measures, which in turn has led to a
26 % reduction in the number of accidents.

Shaydullin suggested introducing to the school
course on basic health and safety training of a section
on the behaviour rules near and on the railways.
