This time the discussion was devoted to the
systems of cordless hybrid trolleybuses and their
infrastructure. New technologies provide good
opportunities to replace diesel buses or
traditional trolleybuses with trolleys equipped
with a set of batteries. It will allow to expand a
trolleybus network, extending lines on the
routes not equipped with a contact network.
Solutions for the combination of power supply
from the electric network and batteries are
currently being considered, and the first
experience of implementation is mostly
positive.
Jiri Kohut, head of PMDP Transport
Department, noted: «trolleybuses have become
