SEQUEL OF THE STORY.

Outlook of the Project of a Railway Ring around the Caspian Sea

In the chapter «History’s Wheel» of the issue 4
(Vol.53) of our Journal we published a text re-
printed from the N2 3 of the journal «Rail business»
[Zheleznodorozhnoe delo] of 1900. The reprinted
article outlined the returning interest of Russia to-
wards the idea that had been born 24 years before.

And here is a new sequence of the topic.

Russia considers as promising a project to de-
velop a railway ring around the Caspian Sea. It was
declared by Russian president Vladimir Putin who
summed up the results of the Summit of Caspian lit-
toral states that discussed particularly launching of
high scale transport structural projects.

The priority is given to the North-South corridor
that might connect countries of West and North-West
Europe to Southern Asia via Russia, Caspian basin and
Iran. «All five Caspian littoral countries are engaged
into that project; its implementation will permit to re-
duce haulage distances by two times as compared to
existing routes» — explained Russian president. He also

stressed out that there is another idea, that of develop-
ing railway ring around the Caspian Sea.

It is scheduled that eastern semi ring between
Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and Iran should have been
constructed by the end of 2014. This construction
has been almost accomplished. Accomplishment of
construction of western semi ring between Azerbai-
jan and Iran is scheduled for 2016. « The objective
is to connect major Caspian ports, thus reducing
considerably time and costs of transportation of
goods, and increasing competitiveness» — added
Viadimir Putin. He also outlined that multilateral
projects of that nature required permanent organiza-
tion support, that’s why the partners agreed to
consider a possibility to establish pentalateral struc-
ture in charge of relevant issues.
