authors’ collection of photographs

referred to above, that World of
Transport and Transportation offers to the
readers, is a logical sequel to the book
reviewed in this issue, it would be more
correct to say that the edition Estaciones
Europeas is rather a pre-sequel as it has
appeared 10 years before.

consideration of a role of stations as of a link
between people, transport, cities, countries,
and cultures. There is nothing strange that
this attitude appertains to the experts (Inaki
Barron de Angoiti manages the passenger
department of the UIC), whose professional
activities are related to railways, and who can
see in the stations the embodiment of the
aspire for movement and mobility, and at the
same time the beauty of still monumental
architectural forms.
