WHY HIGHER EDUCATION IS IMPORTANT AND WHAT
ITS IMPACT IS: SURVEY RESULTS

of Transport and Transportation, Vol. 13
(2015), Iss. 3) show general trend to-
wards growing interest of the population,
particularly of the youth, to obtain higher edu-
cation. Evidently there is a rather prevailing
understanding that higher education, once
obtained, doesn’t result immediately in finan-
cial success. On the contrary many respondents
are ready to bear financial burden, to invest in
themselves, to make a choice in competitive
environment. It is worth underlining that this
trend is followed by growth (not breath-taking
though) of the interest towards dissemination
of research results. As general conclusion we
can witness more or less shared focus of re-
spondents on self-learning, human capital
growth, knowledge intensive technology as a
basis of future development.
As a survey conducted by FOM group in
2014 [1] showed, 57% of respondents agreed
that it was equally important both for female

T he results of surveys in Russia (see World

and male youth to graduate than to start earn-
ing their life. Extra 16% agreed with that re-
garding male youth (2%), either female youth
(14%), and only 19% considered that starting
earning is more important than obtaining
higher education, while 8 %' abstained (Pic. 1).

Itis to note that the responses were obtained
with regard to the background of less important
(5-6%) decrease of assessment of the quality of
education offered by public universities in the
country ion the whole and in the regions of
habitation of respondents as compared to
similar survey conducted two years before
(Pic. 2-3). We can also note that the assessment
with regard to local universities was more
positive than the nation-wide assessment of the
quality of education in the universities.

It is of interest to see the responses to the
question on the reasons to obtain higher educa-
tion, particularly with regard to general popu-

lation group and to the group of persons with
higher education. We can see evident tendency
that possibility to realize one’s professional
capacity and professional interests is much
more positively assessed by those who have
already got their higher education diploma.
On the contrary professional career deve-
lopment, wages level are main motivating fac-
tors for those who have not got higher education
(Pic. 4, abridged to most common responses).
The responses are given at the background
of positive changes of last years in assessment
ofthe education impact on wages level (Pic. 5).
Then more contrasting the data obtained
by Career.ru (survey of March-May, 2015) are

on the priorities in searching of employment
[2]. The volume of wage is of prevailing impor-
tance for 82% of general group (and for 77% of
people just graduated from universities). Data
on the wages at some job positions in Moscow
after certain time lapses after employment can
be consulted at e.g [3]. It is of interest to note
that priorities’ranking set by recent graduates
according to its relative importance for them
in general corresponds to the choice of a ge-
neral group of respondents. Meanwhile work
schedule, being second priority after wage’s
volume for all categories of respondents, was
comparatively more important for recent
graduates (73% to compare with 56% for ge-

neral group). Also recent graduates paid com-
paratively more attention to possibilities of
professional advanced learning.

The majority of the youth and of their par-
ents still consider [1], that it is very compli-
cated to get higher education without impor-
tant expenses through own efforts only, but the
trend has been changing for the better (Pic. 6).

If there is a case when it is necessary to pay
for their studies, students take into account
firstly the resources of their family and their
proper efforts. The research center of the web-
site Career.ru published in July, 2015 the results
ofthe survey conducted from the 1% through 8
of July 2015 among 1637 students [4]. The
survey showed that 52% students count on the
assistance of their parents, and 42% try to work
in order to pay for their studies themselves.
Educational bank loan or loan from one’s

friends is considered by very few persons
(Pic. 7). It is evident that decision to sign for a
loan is considered by absolute majority of res-
pondents only as an utmost solution when all
other possibilities have already failed. Though
a part of students who are ready to sign a loan
under those circumstances has a little bit grown
(by 3%) as compared to 2013 (Pic. 8).
OnJuly, 19, 2015 «<FOMnibus» asked for by
inFOM ltd. proceeded with a survey of 1600
Russian nationals of 15 years and elder in 63
Russian regions [5]. Those who use Internet-
learning in any form what it is, were asked assess
whether remote education development and
growing competition of universities will be in
favor of the Russian educational system
(Pic. 9). While many respondents abstained to
answer and many others declared that there
would be no impact, nevertheless those who

answered positively in favor of competition
effects were by 10% more numerous than those
who saw it negatively (31% to 22%).

Positive effects, most frequently named by
those 31%, are quality increases, favorable
impact of competition on ranking of best uni-
versities, fighting of universities to attract stu-
dents, extended choice options for students etc.
On the contrary there were no evidently leading
answers among those given by 22% who con-
sidered competition to be harmful. Quality
decrease, conflicts between universities, growth
of corruption, closure of universities, fees’
growth were particularly named.

And finally coming back to one of previ-
ously declared topics, we should draw atten-
tion to results of survey conducted by FOM
group with regard to evaluation of the interest
of the population towards achievements in the
field of research and science [6]. 61% of re-
spondents declared being interested in getting
relevant information, 38% were of the oppo-
site opinion, very few had no answer. Sectors
that attract most attention are health and
bioengineering; space and aviation; IT, elec-
tronics, computer engineering; technology
achievements, as well as the answer «every-
thing can be of interest for me». The responses
permit to proceed with conclusions on pre-
ferred channels of obtaining information
about scientific achievements. But without
studying the responses in detail, should we
highlight the optimism expressed by respon-
dents about possibility itself to bring informa-
tion on modern achievements in science, re-
search and engineering in a manner that or-
dinary people, having no special skills in re-

search, will understand. The answer was
positive with 86% of total number of people
asked, and of 92% (!) of those who got their
higher education degree.
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
